Post-doctoral position at the section seismology
The Royal Observatory of Belgium is conducting a research program in the Princess Elisabeth Antarctic base. A broad-band seismic station will be installed at the Antarctic station to monitor the global seismicity and the intra-plate seismic activity in this part of Antarctica and to provide information on the lithospheric structure.
